SUPERINTENDENT’S ITEMS 
Jim provided the board with the following information regarding the event that occurred at the high school on Friday, September 18th.  Jim, Dan B. and Samantha W. met with the police on Monday to view the security video taken.  He stated the video showed that 4 OV students allowed unauthorized entrance to the building of approximately 14 nonstudents creating about 2 minutes of high anxiety and felt the students were threatening.  Police were called and the students left the building.  All of the nonstudents have been identified and letters are being sent to these students stating they are not allowed on Orchard View property.  The 4 OV students have each received a 5 day out of school suspension and have lost the privilege to attend all extra-curricular activities for the remainder of the school year.
Jim stated we have had a really good first couple of weeks of school and commented that we had more administrators involved in the Back to School Orientation event this year.
