I. ROUTINE BUSINESS:
i. Call to Order
Meeting called to Order @ 6:30p.m by President, T. Joppie.
ii. Roll Call

iii. Public Comment:  None
II. PRESENTATIONS:
i. OVHS Update – Dan Bolhuis and Samantha Wilson provided an overview of the Ride with Pride Program and the PBIS Program, both of which emphasize positive, safe and responsible behaviors. Each of these programs offers students incentives to reinforce positive behaviors.  Dan and Samantha also talked about a new Tech Math course being offered at the high school which meets the Algebra II requirements, and a Personal Finance class was added also.
ii. November Budget Amendments – Kim Bidwell reviewed November budget amendments for the General Fund, Community Education, Food Service, and Technology & Security funds. 
iii. Bond Refunding Resolution – Kim Bidwell explained that by Refunding a Bond the current interest rate of 4.16% will go down to 2.62%.  This will save the taxpayers approximately $1,088,000.

iv. Administrative pay adjustments – Jim Nielsen spoke to the board and requested that raises to all administrators be approved as provided for in the language of their contracts to coincide with raises awarded to the teachers.  The board agreed to grant raises to 15 administrators and will vote on this at November 21, 2016 board meeting.
III. DISCUSSIONS:

i. Jolman Building – Jim Nielsen shared that Orchard View has received an offer on the Jolman building located at 2389 Laketon Avenue, in the amount of $100,000 excluding any contingencies from Camcar Plastics, Inc.  He stated that OV has also received an offer from Pound Buddies in the amount of $100,000 which included several contingencies.  Jim asked the board to consider approving the offer from Camcar Plastics, Inc.
ii. Conflict of Interest Policy as it relates to administrative responsibilities – Jim Nielsen discussed the hours and position of the Athletic Director and optional extra employment at Muskegon Community College.  
iii. Expulsion/Reinstatement hearing for student HS160909C – Samantha Wilson provided an overview of the events that took place initiating the student suspension, as well as lack of follow through with the requirements set forth to return to school.  Student requested that she receive a long term suspension and not be allowed to return to OVHS, giving the student the opportunity to enroll in a Charter Academy to finish education.
