  PRESENTATIONS:
a. Kate Bultema provided a presentation on a new program Peer to Peer currently being implemented at the high school.  The program is designed to bring awareness and understanding of Autism Spectrum Disorder to teachers and students. Students can then volunteer to link up with autistic students to help improve GPA, social acceptance, self-esteem and friendship building.
b. Ken Byard reported on new initiatives taking place at the middle school. Building faculty are reinforcing positive student actions by presenting students with a card to enter in a drawing for prizes. Ken Byard raised $2,600 from local area businesses to purchase Orchard View Cardinal T-shirts for all middle school students. The middle school is participating in the Be Nice anti-bullying campaign through Kent County.
