II.
 PRESENTATIONS:
a. Josh Szymanski, OAK Chief Strategy Officer, discussed the strategy for placing the Sinking Fund on the May 2018 ballot.  He stated that May votes have a 10% greater chance for approval.  He shared that OAK will provide the structure for the campaign information and assist with development and printing of materials for circulation.

b.   Kayleigh Macomber provided the board members with a food service update.  She revealed that our OV food service department is currently feeding all students regardless of account balances.  She stated she is currently working on Orchard View becoming CEP certified which would mean all lunches would be free to all students.  She stated she is not sure that all OV buildings will qualify for this school year but feels confident that she can get the two elementary buildings certified.  She also stated that we have set up a donation account for the donations we have been receiving to help pay down student lunch debt.    Board members asked that extra time be granted to parents for payment of lunch debt to allot enough time for pay days to occur.
c.   Leroy Hackley provided an athletic update per the request of the board members.  Leroy stated that our soccer program is going well and so is the girls’ volleyball.  He stated we have a new volleyball coach this year who is an OV teacher and used to play for Grand Valley University.  Leroy spoke of our current high school football program and stated the coach is very well liked and respected by students and will focus more on retention of the players.  He shared that the MHSAA will soon be voting on a new transfer rule that would make a player ineligible for a full year upon switching schools without moving.  Leroy provided additional information regarding athletic conferences.
d.   Simeon Frang explained the request to add “Career Connections” to the Community Service portion of the OVHS student handbook.  This would allow students the option to explore careers in addition to performing community service. 
e.   Simeon Frang also provided information on adding a Computer Science class at the high school which would be funded by a grant and taught by Ryan Wilson.  The board agreed for Mr. Wilson to teach the class at the high school as long as his work is evaluated by a Middle School Administrator.
