a. Orchard View Early Elementary Update – Beth Ackley and Brandy Carey provided an update on Orchard View Early Elementary and all of the new and exciting programs taking place there. Mrs. Ackley updated the board on the extensive staff training that has been taking place as well.  

b. Tricia McTaggart, from the MAISD gave a brief presentation on the Positive Behavior Intervention System.  Tricia reported that Orchard View is doing a very good job in implementing the PBIS three tier support system for students.
