III. PRESENTATIONS:
a. Kim Bidwell reported that Orchard View Schools will receive an estimated $282,000      per year from the Sinking Fund.  She stated that to date $93,392 in Sinking Fund revenues have been received.
b. Jack Timmer discussed his meeting with Tower Pinkster regarding upcoming Sinking Fund projects.  Tower Pinkster is unavailable to complete any work in the near future.  Jack has met with two architectural firms and an engineering firm to discuss district repair needs.  Jack shared that the OVEE water pipes should be the district’s first priority project with the OVEE heating pipes being second priority on the list. Jack believes the cost of replacing water pipes to be approximately $100,000 and $150,000 to replace heating pipes.  An upgrade to the heating system at OVEE would cost approximately an additional $60,000.
c. Jack Timmer stated there were three roof repairs that took place at Cardinal Elementary during the past week.  He stated that the repairs were all completed under warranty.
d.  Jim Nielsen updated the board regarding the open coaching positions in the district and the recently held Varsity Football Coach interviews.  Jim stated there was a candidate who stood out above all of the rest who is a long term teacher and a very experienced head varsity football coach.  Jim expressed concerns with starting pay for a teacher with 20+ years’ experience.
