PRESENTATIONS:


a.  Technology and Security Enhancement Millage – Pat Walstra and Kim Bidwell provided a 
comprehensive overview of the millage dollars received and spent for the 2014/2015 school year.  
They reported that the technology enhancements include district-wide wireless infrastructure, 
replacement of all teacher desktop computers, purchase of  2 stationary and 1 mobile computer 
lab for Cardinal Elementary, and a LEGO robotics curriculum for the middle school.   Security 
enhancements purchased include exterior door signage, additional outdoor lighting, and 
additional key-card access at Community Education, OVEE and Cardinal.  The security millage 
dollars are also being used to pay for a full-time Resource Officer at the high school, help 
desk staff and technology supplies.  Pat and Kim also reviewed the technology and security focus 
for the 2015/2016 school year to include upgrading of internal and external cameras at all 
locations, emergency supplies for each classroom, single point of entry at each building, 
professional development and training and continuation of a full-time Resource Officer at the 
high school.  Pat reported that an OV team has written a grant requesting additional security 
funds.

b.  Bridge Report – Pat Walstra and Jim Nielsen provided the board with information published in 
Bridge Magazine which compared and ranked Michigan schools’ performance.  The data was 
gathered and analyzed, taking into account each school’s free and reduced lunch rate and testing 
results.  Orchard View was ranked fourth in the district and 262 out of 500 Michigan schools.  
Cardinal Elementary exceeded expectations in the comparison.
