II. PRESENTATIONS:
a. OVHS Update – Dan Bolhuis and Samantha Wilson stated they have implemented the TRAILS program at the high school to help students with depression and anxiety.  9 student ambassadors have been trained to help in this program for students who prefer to talk with a peer.  The high school career coach has visited 7 local manufacturing sites along with 20 students each time to promote work opportunities and college reimbursement. The college advisor is working with students to complete the FAFSA and teaching students how to use the Khan Academy website to do practice SAT tests for score improvement.  They also discussed declining enrollment data to determine where/why of students leaving the district. Dan also shared that they would like to expand the credit recovery program at the high school to avoid losing students to adult education.
b. A-91 Vehicle purchase – Jack Timmer presented 4 bids for the purchase of a plow truck and plow.  
c. November Budget Amendments – Kim Bidwell reviewed the General Fund, Community Education Fund, Food Service Fund and the Technology Fund budget amendments with the board.
