  PRESENTATIONS:
a. Brenda Hodge and Dawn Auch provided an overview of academic plans and strategies for improving student proficiencies at Cardinal Elementary.  Explanation of Common Core teaching was given and what is being done to provide consistency in grading amongst teachers and improve communication between OV school buildings.
b. Pat Walstra provided board members with a detailed information handout regarding the 5D+ Evaluation tool.  She explained the cost savings related to training and support of this tool as the majority of Muskegon County Schools will be utilizing this evaluation.
