Additional items will be added to the bid for a high 
quality system to include zoom capabilities. This is a 2 phase project and will include 
new camera security systems in the high school and middle school for 2015/2016 and 
new camera security systems in both elementary schools in 2016/2017.  The project 
payments will also span over a 2 year period and will be paid for with Technology 
Millage funds.

Heather Lorenz-Babcock presented information regarding the purchase of 


chromeboxes for Cardinal Elementary.  30 of these will be to replace an outdated 

computer lab and the remaining 30 will be going into classrooms.  The purchase also 

will include management software for IT.
