  a.   Call to Order

  d.  Public Comment – Jennifer Fethke of 4630 MacArthur Rd. promoted the Girl’s on the Run Program
 II.
  PRESENTATIONS:
a. Jordyn Hallberg, and Madison Rose provided the board with a slide show of their trip to El Salvador.  Taylor Renick also attended the trip but was unavailable due to her school sports schedule.  The three girls were part of an 85 student team who worked to build 8 block houses over a one week period.
b. Leroy Hackley presented an athletic update stating that OVHS has 40-45% of all students participating in at least one sport.  Academic standards have been raised for participation in sports and students are meeting the new standard.  Leroy asked the board to officially recognize bowling as a varsity sport and that he would need to add a paid coach costing the district approximately $2,000-$2,800 annually.  Leroy also commented on the many compliments he has been receiving regarding our sport fields.  He said that Russ Fyan has been instrumental in grounds improvement.
c. Heather Babcock presented A-91Ts for purchase of 50 graphing calculators for OVHS in the amount of $5,000, 120 Chromebooks for OVEE in the amount of $18,000, and 30 desktop computers and monitors for OVMS Robotics classes in the amount of $21,000.  These items will be purchased with Technology Millage Funds.
d. K-5 Math Curriculum – Simeon Frang endorsed the Bridges Math Program and provided a comparison to other math curriculums available.  He highlighted the resources that accompany Bridges for teachers, students and parents to ensure successful learning.

   DISCUSSION:
a. Facilities – Jack Timmer reviewed critical district repair needs.  Jack described the funding options available for accomplishing the needed repairs.  Jack proposed establishing a sinking fund of 1 to 1.5 mills over the course of 10 years to help fund immediate and anticipated repairs.
b. MAISD Budget – Latesha Johnson provided an overview of the proposed 2017/2018 MAISD $70,000,000 budget and the current 17% fund balance.  Latesha provided proposed budget summaries for board members and is in support of approving the budget.
c. Jim Nielsen and Kim Bidwell asked the board to set a date and time to hold a Special Board Meeting to discuss finances.  The Board agreed to hold the Special Meeting on May 22, 2017 at 6:00 p.m. in the Central Office Conference Room.  This meeting will be posted by Central Office.
d. Jim Nielsen requested the board consider pay increases for two administrators and explained the reasoning behind the request.  The board requested additional information prior to consideration.  Jim will provide the board with the additional information that was requested.
