d.   Public Comment
Jennifer Scott of 910 Sidell has some questions she’d like to ask.  She would like to know about Oakridge security protocol for game management, who is liable for adults who put hands on our children, who makes the call for who is allowed to jump in, what changed from 1 day/1 game suspension, and has OV administration properly trained our coaching staff?

Brytney Duncan of 1951 Terrace also would like to speak about the OV vs. Oakrdige basketball game.  She got calls on a Sunday regarding suspensions and feels that OV is not behind their students.  She also feels like the Superintendent and the Principal should call all of the parents in these types of situations.
Kim Noordhoek of 907 Mangin want to know when you as the leaders are going to stand up and protect our students and say enough is enough.  Refs call one sided games and other kids egg them on.  She thinks it’s ridiculous and it needs to stop.  Why do we put our kids in these situations?  She feels that they should be pulled off the court if that’s what we have to do.

Sanika Madison of 1008 Catherine stated that she is a parent and a teacher in this district.  She said that her son was being pinned down by 2 grown men.  He was being detained.  Coaches and Oakridge staff were surrounding her son.  He owns his wrong doing.  She is wondering where are the consequences for the men who were on her child.  She encouraged administration to think about it and comb deeper into the videos.  She appreciated the Board listening to her concerns.

Darlisa Parker of 653 Lincoln Ct. was wondering why she cannot see the video, who is accountable for getting the kids out of there, and why her baby is being suspended indefinitely?

Lakiyah Briggs of 53 TenBrock Ct. stated that she received numerous videos while she was at work Friday night.  She got a voicemail on Sunday and she emailed that person back.  She feels that Mrs. Wilson did not keep him safe.  His father is deceased and the individuals she entrusted with his care didn’t do nothing but discipline the children.

a. Kayleigh Macomber gave a Food Service Update.  She reported that the number of breakfasts, lunches, snacks, suppers, and meal reimbursements served throughout the district has been growing.  All food service employees took Chartwells’ required comprehensive FARE (Food and Allergy Research and Education) certified training.  Food Service has received the following grants:  Team Nutrition Training Grant, 10 Cents a Meal Grant, Supply Chain Assistance Grant, $10,000 Breakfast Grant, and USDA Healthy Meals Incentive Grant.  Chef Sean has incorporated several events such as Discover Kitchen, Mood Boost, Student Choice, Global Eats, and Scratch Cooking.  She shared handouts and food with the Board.  There is a Food Service newsletter for families to go out in an e-mail blast.  The new cafeterias and kitchens are complete.
