· Mrs. Hodge reported that in 2017/18 Cardinal Elementary began to use “Essential Practices in Literacy to improve reading levels for students with much success.  A new program called” Essential Practices in Math has just been rolled out and we will be implementing this in the classrooms to improve student math scores.  Kristin Frang will be here from the ISD to work with teachers to roll this out.  We will be the first school in the County to do this.
