· Jim Nielsen introduced Cassandra Covington as the new OVEE Assistant Principal and E’lyse Benson as the new Cardinal Elementary Assistant Principal.

· Josh Smith stated we had 14 teachers sign on to teach Summer School with over 150 students attending at the Middle School this summer and 200 students attending at Cardinal Elementary.

· Josh Smith shared that our new Social Workers, Brittany Ball and Lilliana Duyck are doing a great job.  They have arranged for therapy horses and dogs to visit summer school, and have solicited quite a few donations for the summer program.

· Mr. Smith also said that Diatribe is part of the Summer School program at the middle school and high school designed to create interest in language arts through rap music and poetry.

· Jack Timmer shared that Brandy Carey is doing such a great job at Community Education.  He stated that the building and grounds improvements reflect a great deal of pride and desire to improve offerings for community recreation.

c. Leroy Hackley, Athletic Director provided the board with an update of the 2020/2021 Orchard View sports teams and the challenges they faced during the 2020/2021 school year.  Mr. Hackley praised Administrative Assistant, Margo Tenhove, for organizing the Covid testing for all of the athletes.  Mr. Hackley stated OV had 3 girls and 2 boys receive the Triple Threat Award for participating in at least 3 sports per year for all 4 years of high school.  OV also had 2 coaches, Nick Bronsma and Chris Zitka who were named Coach of the Year.  Mr. Hackley also stated he would like to see sports expanded to include more opportunities for younger students to participate.
