  d.   Public Comment - None
 II.
  PRESENTATIONS:
a. Adult Education Update –Stephanie Agard, Matt Vandervelde and Chris Lyonnais presented the board with a financial overview of what the anticipated pupil count will be for the 2019/2020 school year.  Stephanie shared what initiatives are being implemented to increase enrollment and address student barriers to improve both attendance and retention rates.  Matt and Chris shared the targeted areas for cost cutting for the 2019/2020 school year.
b.  K-5 Science Curriculum – Simeon Frang shared that OV is partnering with Reeths Puffer, Mona Shores, and Oakridge to test new science curriculum materials for our kindergarten through 5th graders. Cereal City and Phenomenal were the two curriculums that were sampled and provided feedback as to which would be the better program.  It appears that Phenomenal was the top choice.  An A-91 will be presented to the board for approval.  Title 1 Funds are available for the purchase of a K-5 science curriculum program.

c. OVEE Sinking Fund Bids – Jack Timmer explained to the board that only 1 bid had been received for replacement of the pipes at OVEE on April 27th and that the company that submitted the bid has since been bought out by another company.  As a result of this, it was decided to rebid the project.  New bids are to be received by May 16th and an A-91 will be completed for board approval/denial at the May 20th Regular Board Meeting.  
d. Simeon compiled data to show the board Schools of Choice students vs. students who attend OV based on residency.  Simeon stated that 16% of the OV student population is made up of SOC Students.  He also stated that of those 16% they represent only 12% of the Out of School Suspensions taking place.  He also stated that their testing scores are slightly higher than the other resident population and their athletic participation was also at 12%.

   DISCUSSION:
a. MAISD Budget Review – Angela Brown stated that she had attended the MAISD Budge Hearing and found the budget to be balanced and in good shape.  Angela recommended the OV Board of Education support the approval of the MAISD 2019/2020 Budget. 
b. MAISD Biennial Election – Jim Nielsen provided background information regarding the two open board seats at the MAISD and candidate Mary Schaub appearing on the ballot.  Tom Joppie was chosen to represent Orchard View Board of Education at the election and Janet Taylor was chosen to serve as the alternate.
c. School Finance Research Collaborative Resolution – Jim Nielsen stated that he had attended a County-wide Superintendent’s meeting where it was determined that each of the Superintendent’s will be asking their Boards to support the School Finance Research Collaborative to provide adequate funding for required school services.
