II. Cardinal Pride/Communications
i.  One Good Thing

III. PRESENTATIONS:
a. Superintendent, Jim Nielsen provided an update on issues as they relate to the current Stay at Home Order due to the Covid-19 virus.  He stated that a couple of weeks ago we were notified that Orchard View Schools would be expected to provide a Continuity of Learning Plan for all students through the end of the school year.  A survey was sent out to families to identify students who were in need of internet service or Chrome books for distant learning.  We are making every effort to get devices, internet and hard packets to everyone who needs it.  Distribution of these items will begin this upcoming Friday.
b. Curriculum Director, Simeon Frang submitted a plan for Continuity of Learning to the ISD which was quickly approved.  We asked for input from the MEA staff and this was how the plan was developed.  It is being emphasized that online learning should be kept as simple as possible with engagement of students being the top priority.
c. We will begin planning for summer school opportunities for students soon, in hopes of helping those who might be falling behind.

d. Mr. Nielsen was asked “how long he expects the district buildings will be closed?”  He stated that currently we are taking things a couple weeks at a time but once the Stay at Home order is lifted we will allow some very limited entry of the buildings.  Mr. Nielsen also stated that the High School Seniors will be doing a drive through pick up of items ordered through Jostens, i.e. caps and gowns, invitations.
