a. Heather Lorenz-Babcock described a Wifi upgrade for 2019/2020 school year for all OV buildings.  Heather explained that OV will be receiving a reimbursement in the amount of $283,495.00 from USF for this upgrade and the remaining $126,558.92 will be funded with funds from the Security and Technology millage.
b. Amanda Krentz, Special Education Supervisor presented to the board the need for an Autism Spectrum Disorder classroom at OVMS next year.  She stated there are currently 3 students who are in need of this class, one from OV and two others from outlying districts who would be contributing to the cost of the additional classroom.  Amanda also instructed the board that they will be adding an Autism Spectrum Disorder classroom at Cardinal Elementary and this will be for both OV and Oakridge students and will be starting with 6 or 7 students next year.
