f.   Public Comment - None
II. PRESENTATIONS:
a. Community Education Update – Matt Vandervelde  provided an update on all major programs which included the following:
i. OV Travelers have organized and completed 197 trips in 2018/2019 which included 3,100 travelers.

ii. Head Start and GSRP programs are both going well and together are currently serving 224 pre-kindergarten students.  The Head Start program operates out of the Community Education building and receives federal money for operation.  The GSRP program operates out of the OVEE building and receives state funding for operation.
iii. The Adult Education program  currently has 262 participants 23 years and older, of which 30 students are dual enrolled at the Career Tech Center.  So far this year Adult Education has had 15 GED receivers and 6 diplomas.

iv. Senior Citizen’s Program at Community Education continues to expand with an increase in funding and participation for the 2019/2020 school year.

v. Community Education Enrichment programs include driver’s training, dog obedience, Saturday recreation, dance classes, painting, crafts/sewing, etc.

vi. Daycare is currently being operated out of the Community Education building for the infants – 5 year olds.  The Daycare at OVEE is for 2.5 (potty trained) year olds to 7 year olds.  The Lights on After School Program is held at Cardinal Elementary and is for 7 – 13 year olds.

vii. Mr. Vandervelde also stated that he will soon be collecting bids for removal of the 3 story building on the Community Education site.  

b. Aaron Wright, from PFM explained the Bond Refunding Resolution to refinance 2012 bonds at a lower interest rate, saving the taxpayers approximately $763,708.00 over the life of the bonds.
