 PRESENTATIONS:

a. Superintendent Nielsen introduced the new School Resource Officer, Chad Wilson.  Officer Wilson shared some of his professional history with the board.
b. Karlie Parker, Special Education Director at the Muskegon Intermediate School District explained that there will be a county wide Special Education Millage on the May ballot.  Ms. Parker explained how the millage, if passed, would help county school districts reduce the severe underfunding of special education programs.  This would be a 10 year millage and generate almost $9,000,000 per year for Muskegon County Schools.
c. Principal, Samantha Wilson and Assistant Principal, Zach Fricke  provided an update of the high school for the current school year stating the school has been operating somewhere between survival and exploratory mode post pandemic.  They discussed tiered supports set up to help students and their desires to add additional teachers and courses for the 2022/2023 school year.  OVHS staff are working on establishing relationships with students to help them connect with school and establish a sense of belonging.  Mrs. Wilson and Mr. Fricke are making substantial efforts in promoting OVHS from within to increase student school pride.
d. Business and Finance Director, Kim Bidwell explained the March budget amendments to the General Fund, Community Education Fund, Student Activity Fund, Food Service, and Technology Fund.
