a. District project update – Jack Timmer provided the board with a brief update of facility repairs currently taking place within the district.  Jack stated that Pressures and Pipes has performed over $100,000 worth of warrantied repair work on the high school water lines at no cost to the district.  A new boiler has been purchased for OVEE and the cement has been poured for the installation.  Major parking lot patchwork has been done at the Middle School and at Community Ed.  Room #35 at the Middle School has been converted to accommodate Hackley Community Care services.  Hackley Community Care will reimburse the district for all costs associated with the conversion.
b. Heather Lorenz-Babcock provided the board members with an update regarding the new Wifi system and that the IT Dept. is working on some finishing touches.  Heather stated the scrolling announcement screens at Cardinal and OVHS have been upgraded and are now functional.  She reported that technology security improvements have been made to include updating passwords every 60 days.  Heather also provided an overview of the REMC bid process for purchases made through them.
