  PRESENTATIONS:
a.  Matt Vandervelde explained the A-91 for the Community Education purchase of air conditioner units for a total amount of $19,575.00. These units will replace current window units and will improve energy efficiency.  The State funding for this purchase will be lost if not utilized before June 1, 2020.  Air conditioning is required for licensing.
b. Simeon Frang provided an overview of the current 21.5 credits required for Adult Education graduation vs. 18 credit requirements at other Adult Education programs located within the county.  It was explained that 18 credits meet the Michigan Merit requirements and the additional 3.5 credits are elective credits.  Simeon stated that by reducing the number of credits needed for graduation the potential for increased enrollment in the program would exist.
c. Brenda Hodge and Heather MacDonald gave a presentation on Cardinal Elementary which included information on increased supports to students and staff, new programs for students and the implementation of the STAY program at the elementary level.  They shared information regarding the interventions taking place in both Reading and Math and the Project Based Learning platforms taking place in all 4th and 5th grade classrooms along with one 3rd and one 2nd grade classroom.  They provided a comparison of the NWEA testing results from 2018/2019 to the 2019/2020 results.
