PRESENTATIONS:

a. Facilitites A-91 for purchase of parking lot lighting – Jack Timmer provided the Board of Educaion with an overview of the Facilities A-91 which includes replacement of all outdoor lighting fixtures at OVHS, OVEE and the walk lights at OVMS.  This project is a $30,000 + project which after Consumers’ Energy rebates and energy savings are applied, this project will cost the district approximately $3,000. - $3,500. total.
b. Heather Lorenz-Babcock, Technology Director, provided the board with an overview of the need for purchase of an additional 600 Chromebooks per an A-91T.  She stated that the first 180 would be to replace outdated Chromebooks that were purchased in 2014, and the remaining 320 would be to provide 1 to 1 Chromebook access to all students in case distance learning resumes.
DISCUSSIONS:
a. Kim Bidwell stated that board approval is needed for the State Aid Note Resolution not to exceed $2,500,000.  This Resolution is an annual request and provides operational cash flow for the year.  Kim states that we generally utilize a local bank due to the best interest rate for this State Aid Note.
b. Kim Bidwell explained the School Bond Loan Revolving Fund Resolution is for annual loan borrowing repayment and this requires board permission to complete a required semi-annual application.
